Tones & Semitones

The smallest distance between two notes on a keyboard is called a semitone.
A tone consists of two semitones.
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The flat (B) lowers a note one semitone.
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The sharp (#) raises a note one semitone.
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Key Signature
Flats or sharps can be grouped together and written immediately after the treble clef at the

beginning. This group of flats or sharps is called the Key Signature and indicates the key of
a piece of music.
